Mokiniai skatinami ugdytis asmening atsakomybe uz savo
elges], siekiant maksimaliai i$naudoti mokyklos suteikiamas
ugdymo galimybes. Mokiniy sékmé priklauso nuo abipusio
tévy ir mokyklos darbuotojy bendradarbiavimo ir
partnerystés. Sékminga partnerysté prasideda nuo to, kad
tévai palaiko mokyklos taisykles. Sios taisyklés yra
neatskiriama Bendryjy paslaugy sutarCiy, sudaromy su
viesaja istaiga Vilniaus tarptautiné mokykla, salygy dalis. Jei
moksleivis elgiasi neatsakingai, nesilaiko elgesio taisykliy,
toks elgesys turi pasekmes, o mokykla jgyvendina poveikio
priemones.

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Vilnius International School Behavior Policy

VIS expects students to conduct themselves in a manner that
promotes a sense of belonging and psychological safety for
all members of the school community. This commitment is
best communicated in our school mission and guiding
statements.

In service of that commitment, it is important that students
understand the results and consequences of behavior
inconsistent with the Student Rules of Conduct. These are
outlined in this Behavior Policy.

The students at VIS are expected to develop individual
responsibility for their behaviors with the aim of
maximizing the educational opportunities provided by the
school. The ultimate success of our students is dependent
upon mutual cooperation and partnership between parents
and school personnel. A successful partnership begins with
parents supporting the school’s policies. These rules of
conduct are an integral part of the General Terms of
Agreements signed with the public institution Vilnius
International School. If a student chooses to behave
irresponsibly, breaks the Rules of Conduct, there will be
consequences, and interventions will be enforced by the
school.

VIS Student Rules of Conduct

L. Vilnius International School students are expected to:

1. Abide by the applicable laws and other acts of law of the
Republic of Lithuania, norms of public order, school policies
and rules, and classroom agreements.

2. Respect safety rules and look out for the safety of others;

3. Treat all Vilnius International School students and staff in a
respectful manner;

4. Honor the IB Student Profile and guiding statements as
guidelines for behavior and decision making;

5. Assume personal responsibility for his/her studies. This

includes, but is not limited to: completing class/home

assignments and homework assignments, meeting deadlines,
participating in classroom learning, coming to class prepared,
and submitting original work;

Arrive to school on time and attend regularly;

Care for school facilities and surroundings;

Contribute to the betterment of the school community;

Respect the guidance of teachers and staff members;

0. Behave honorably when representing the school in public
places and at school events, including field trips and
excursions;

11. Observe rules of conduct for specific areas of the school

including public venues.
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II. Mokiniams draudZiama:
1. Patycios, priekabiavimas ir Ziaurumas

Vilniaus Tarptautinés mokyklos mokiniai, darbuotojai ir
savanoriai neturi patirti bet kokios formos patyciy,
priekabiavimo ar diskriminacijos mokykloje ar mokyklos
vykdomoje veikloje. Atsakomyb¢ uz veiksmingg patycCiy,
priekabiavimo ir diskriminacijos prevencija uztikrina ir
bendradarbiaudami duoda atsaka administracijos
darbuotojai, mokytojai, mokyklos personalas, mokiniai,
tévai ir kiti mokyklos bendruomenés nariai.

Patycios ir priekabiavimas tai neigiami vieno ar keliy
asmeny veiksmai, kuriais siekiama pakenkti ar sukelti
skausmg. Sie veiksmai laikui bégant kartojasi ir apima jégy
disbalansa, dél kurio vaikui, i§ kurio tyCiojamasi, sunku
apsiginti. Sis galios skirtumas gali biiti fizinis — ty&iojantis
vaikas gali biiti vyresnis, didesnis, stipresnis; arba keli
vaikai gali susiburti prie§ vieng vaika. Tai taip pat gali biiti
psichologinés patycios, kurios yra sunkiau atpazjstamos, bet
taip pat zalingos. BesityCiojantis mokinys gali turéti
aukstesne socialing padétj arba buti Zmogumi, kuris daznai
kritikuoja ir grieztai, jZeidzianciai bendrauja.

e Zodinis patylios ar priekabiavimas - tai
prasivardziavimas, jzeidinéjimas, bauginimas,
tyCiojimasis, grasinimas ir rasistiniai, seksistiniai ar
seksualiniai komentarai. Tyciojimasis skiriasi nuo
erzinimo tik sunkumo lygiu. Kada erzinimas
perzengia ribag ir virsta patyCiomis? Atsakymas
daznai priklauso nuo asmens, i§ kurio ty¢iojamasi,
pozitirio.

e Fizinés patycCios ar priekabiavimas - tai jvairiis
veiksmai, tokie kaip muSimas, spardymas,
stumdymas, turto paémimas ar sunaikinimas.
Priekabiavimu taip pat laikomas kito vaiko ar
darbuotojo lietimas taip, kad asmeniui yra
sukeliamas fizinis ar psichologinis diskomfortas.

e Patycios ar priekabiavimas santykiuose, sickiant
kontroliuoti ar pakenkti kitam asmeniui, pvz.
pasalinant asmenj i$ grupés ar renginiy, kalbant jam
uz nugaros, leidziant ar skleidziant gandus,
meluojant apie asmenj, ignoruojant ir pan.

e Kibernetinés paty€ios naudoja visg elektroning
Siuolaikinio gyvenimo atributikg, mobiliuosius

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1I. Students are forbidden from:

1. Bullying, harassment and cruelty

It is the policy of the Vilnius International School that
students, employees and volunteers should not be subjected
to forms of bullying, harassment, or discrimination while at
school or school-sponsored activities. The responsibility for
effective prevention and response to acts of bullying,
harassment, hazing, and discrimination lies within a
collaborative effort of administrators, teachers, school staff,
students, parents, school communities.

Bullying and harassment includes negative actions on the
part of one or more other persons with the intention to harm
or cause pain. These actions are repeated over time and
include an imbalance of power that makes it hard for the
child who’s being bullied to defend his or herself. This
difference in power can be physical—the child who bullies
can be older, bigger, stronger; or several children can gang
up on a single child. It can also be psychological, which is
harder to see but just as potent—the student who bullies can
have more social status or a sharper tongue, for instance.

e Verbal bullying or harassment includes name-calling,
insulting, intimidating, mocking, threatening, and
making racist, sexist, or sexual comments. Different
from taunting, teasing in severity only. When does
teasing cross the line and turn into bullying? The
answer often lies in the perspective of the person being
teased or bullied.

e Physical bullying or harassment includes a variety of
behaviours such as hitting, kicking, shoving, and
taking or destroying property. Touching another child
or staff member in a manner that makes them
uncomfortable physically or psychologically is also
considered harassment.

e Relational bullying or harassment uses relationships
to control or harm another person, e.g. excluding
individuals from the group or events, talking behind
his or her back, starting or spreading rumours, telling
lies about them, giving them the silent treatment, etc.

e Cyberbullying utilises all of the -electronic
paraphernalia of modern life—cell phones, instant
messaging, photos, videos, edits, email, chatrooms,
blogging, social media—to threaten, intimidate, be
hateful or cruel, insult, harass, embarrass, start or
spread rumours, and impersonate others.

Because it can continue 24 hours a day, 7 days a week,
and because perpetrators remain anonymous, invisible,
unpunished, and distant from the impact of their
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veiksmy poveikio, jos gali biiti dar zalingesnés nei kitos
patycios.

2. Asmens privatumo paZeidimai

priekabiavimo, iSankstiniy nuostaty ir netolerancijos, taip
pat turi turéti galimybe reiksti savo poziiir] | juos aktualius
dalykus.

Todél neleidziama fotografuoti, jraSyti ar filmuoti kity
(moksleiviy, lankytojy ar darbuotojy) be jy tiesioginio
sutikimo. Taip pat neleidziama dalytis priva¢iomis Zinutémis
su kitais be aiskaus siuntéjo sutikimo.

Kaip reaguoti i paty€iy, priekabiavimo ar privatumo
paZeidimus:

Mokiniai, kurie jauciasi patiriantys patycias, priekabiavima,
diskriminacijg ar privatumo pazeidima, turéty:
e Komunikuoti priekabiautojui, kad toks elgesys turi
liautis (jei mokinys jauciasi saugiai tai padaryti).

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actions, cyberbullying can be even more harmful than
other forms of bullying

For the purposes of this policy, “cyberbullying” shall
mean using the communication capacities of
computers, the Internet and/or other digital
communication devices to bully others by:

» Sending, posting or sharing cruel messages or
images;

» Threatening others;

» Excluding or attempting to exclude others from
activities or organisations;

+ Starting or passing on rumours about others;

» Harassing or intimidating others;

» Sending angry, rude or vulgar messages directed at
a person or persons privately or to an online group;

* Sending or posting harmful, untrue or cruel
statements about a person to others;

» Pretending to be someone else and sending or
posting material that makes that person look bad or
places that person in potential danger;

* Sending or posting material about a person that
contains sensitive, private or embarrassing
information, including forwarding private
messages or images; and/or engaging in tricks to
solicit embarrassing information that is then made
public.

 Taking, sending, posting, or sharing photos or
videos without explicit consent.

2. Violations of personal privacy

Students have the right to study and learn in a safe and
secure environment that is free of harassment, prejudice and
intolerance, and express their points of view regarding
matters which affect them.

Therefore it is not permitted to photograph, record, or film
others (students, visitors, or staff) without their explicit
consent. Similarly, it is not permitted to share private
messages with others without the sender’s explicit consent.

How to respond to violations of bullying, harassment, or
violations of privacy:

Students who feel they are experiencing bullying,
harassment, discrimination, or a violation of privacy
should:

e Communicate to the harasser that the behavior
should stop, if the student is comfortable doing
so. If the student needs assistance communicating
with the harasser or bully, the student could ask a
trusted teacher, coordinator, or Principal to help.
If needed the student could ask their parent or
guardian to help communicate with school
regarding this issue.

kitam asmeniui;

e  Atvykti ] mokykla ir mokyklos renginius paveiktam
alkoholio, narkotiky tabako ar kity psichoaktyviy
medziagy.

4. GinKklai ir Kiti draudZiami daiktai

Mokykloje draudziama turéti ginkly arba ginkly imitacijy,
nes tai kelia grésme mokiniy, darbuotojy ir mokytojy
saugumui. | mokyklg draudziama atsineSti degtukus,
ziebtuvélius, peilius, fejerverkus ar kitus pavojingus daiktus,
kurie gali biiti naudojami kaip ginklas, kelti stresa mokyklos
bendruomenés nariams arba daryti Zalg turtui. Taip pat
draudziama meétytis sniegu, ledu ar  kitais panaSiais
objektais.

5. Vagystés, vandalizmas ir turto sugadinimas

Vagyste laikomas mokyklos ar kity asmeny turto iSneSimas
i§ mokyklos ar kitoks pasisavinimas. TyCinis turto
gadinimas, jskaitant, bet neapsiribojant, graffiti, yra
vandalizmas. Mokykloje neleidziama kramtyti kramtomaja
guma, nes ji gali padaryti Zalos mokyklos ir mokiniy turtui.
Tyciné ar netyCiné zala, atsiradusi dél netinkamo elgesio,
turi buti atlyginta mokyklai.
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e If the behaviour continues after this intervention,
it is recommended to write down exactly what
happened, keep a copy and give another copy to
the teacher or Principal including: What, when
and where it happened, who was involved, what
was said or done, either at the time or later, how
the student felt, how the bully or harasser
responded.

3. Drugs, alcohol, tobacco, and vaping

We are committed to the health, safety, and well-being of
our students. Our school’s curriculum and policies are
designed with this commitment in mind. We firmly believe
in maintaining a drug, alcohol, tobacco and vaping-free
learning environment.

The following are forbidden at all times on school
premises, at school functions, on school trips, and at
school-sponsored parties, wherever they are held:

e  Smoking, carrying, distributing or using tobacco and
e-cigarettes (or vaping devices) and possession of
related paraphernalia;

e  Using cigarettes, tobacco or similar products;

e Using, carrying, possessing, transferring, or
distributing alcoholic, narcotic, or psychoactive
substances;

e  Distributing medication to those for whom it was not
originally prescribed; or

e  Coming to school and school related activities under
the influence of alcohol, narcotics, tobacco or other
psychoactive substances.

4. Weapons and restricted objects

Possession of weapons or replicas of weapons in the school
environment is a threat to the safety of students, staff, and
faculty and is prohibited. It is therefore forbidden to bring
matches, lighters, knives, or fireworks to school, or
anything that may cause harm, intimidate, or distress
members of the school community, or cause damage to
property. It is also forbidden to use items found in school in
this same manner e.g. to throw snow, ice or other objects.

5. Theft, vandalism, & damage to property

Removal of school property or the belongings of others
from school grounds or taking possession by other means is
considered theft. Deliberate damage to property, including
but not limited to graffiti, is vandalism. Chewing gum is not
permitted in school due to the damage it causes to school
and student property. Intentional damage or unintentional
damage resulting from inappropriate behavior will result in
reimbursement to the school.

e Dienos pabaigoje palikus mokykla be leidimo | ja
sugrizti;

e Praleisti atskiras pamokas.

Jei kyla klausimy dél lankomumo, Salys mokykla ir tévai
nedelsiant inicijuoja tarpusavio komunikacija $iuo klausimu.

7. Plagijavimas ir apgaudinéjimas

I§ mokiniy tikimasi, kad jie laikysis akademinio
saziningumo; to svarba ir verte pabrézia ir visi
bendruomenés nariai. Nuo to priklauso miisy mokiniy ir
mokyklos akademiné reputacija. Akademiniai standartai /
ltikesciai apima visus dalykus, kurie vertinami - tarpiniais ir
apibendrinamaisiais vertinimais, taip pat visus dokumentus,
parengtus, teikiant paraiSkas ] universitetus ar Kkitas
institucijas.

8. Neleistinas skaitmeniniy prietaisy naudojimas

Zemiau pateikiamos skaitmeniniy prietaisy naudojimo
taisyklés pagal mokyklos mokymosi programas:

Pradinio ugdymo programos (PYP) mokiniams
neleidziama naudotis mobiliaisiais telefonais dienos metu
mokykloje be mokytojo Zinios ar leidimo (Zifiréti
Naudojimosi jrenginiais taisykles).

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Students who cause accidental damage to property can
inform any staff member in person (or by email), so that it
can be repaired in a timely manner.

6. Truancy

Parent's must ensure that the student attends all lessons
and classes (including remote learning where applicable)
regularly and punctually.

This duty includes:

e cnsuring that the Student arrives at the School (is
delivered) and departs from the School (is
collected) at the times specified in the School's
internal procedures and on the School's website
https://www.vischool.lt/school-hours/

e cnsuring that the Student does not miss
lessons/classes without a valid excuse, and that
all absences are excused.

Students are not allowed to:

e Lecave school grounds during the school day without
explicit permission;

o Return to the school premises after leaving at the
end of the school day without explicit permission;

e Skip lessons.

In the event any concern should arise regarding
attendance, a timely communication identifying the
concern should be initiated between the school and
parents/student.

7. Plagiarism and Collusion

Academic honesty and integrity are expected traits in all
students and is afforded the utmost value by all members of
the community. The academic reputation of our students
and the school depend on it. Academic standards /
expectations extend to all assessed and non-assessed school
work -- formative or summative -- and to all documentation
produced for the university and college applications or
other institutions.

8. Misuse of digital devices

Students in Middle-years education (MYP) grades 6 and 7
are expected to leave phones in their locker or backpack
during the school day, and may not bring them to lessons
without explicit teacher permission (see our Acceptable Use
of Devices Policy);

1I1. Interventions and Consequences

Inappropriate behavior will be addressed in a supportive
manner, providing a learning opportunity for the student.
The means of intervention will be applied reasonably and
with flexibility, taking into consideration the student's age,
stage of development, special needs, social/emotional
needs, level of cognitive functioning and other factors.
Possible means of intervention may escalate to the
imposition of consequences in the event of the breach the
roles of School conduct. These include the following based
on the severity of the infraction:

Processing break: Processing break (Reflection) is the
practice of sending a student out of the classroom for
time to reflect on his or her actions. During the period
of processing the student is asked process better choices
for situations in the future. Students may be provided a
Processing Form that guides them in self-analysis of the
behavior and in proposing a resolution relative to the
incident. Some students, particularly primary school
students, will need to go through processing with an
adult. A member of the school administration may be
trusted in this role if the teacher is engaged in a class
and cannot immediately attend to the situation.

Denial/suspension of privileges: Inappropriate
behavior may result in the loss or temporary suspension
of privileges, for example, playing on the playground,
going on a field trip, participating in a competition,
attending a school event, etc. The severity and duration
of such suspension can be determined by a member of
pedagogical staff in consultation with administration
and will vary to reflect the severity of the offense.

Notification to Parent(s): (e-mail/phone call):
Consistent or significant behavioral issues may require
consultation with parents. Communication with parents
will be documented which along with e-mails can be
placed in the Student file.

Mokinio prasizengimy, tokiy kaip agresyvus ar trikdantis
elgesys pries kitus Mokinius ar mokyklos darbuotojus,
ty¢inio Mokyklos turto gadinimo ar bet kokio kitokio
Mokinio elgesio, kelian¢io realig ir akivaizdzig grésme
Mokyklos bendruomenés nariy bei turto saugumui, atveju
Mokyklos administracija gali taikyti Mokinio atskyrima
mokykloje, siekiant iSvengti tokio elgesio neigiamy
pasekmiy.

Behavior Plan: Specific inappropriate behaviors are
identified as requiring improvement. A plan is
developed by a team of teachers and/or administrators
aimed at providing support to the student to rectify the
behavior. The plan is shared and discussed with the
parents and the student in advance of implementation.

Parent/Teacher/Administrator/Student Meeting:
This meeting will be called to discuss any new steps
that need to be taken to support the resolution of
infractions of School policies.

Child Study Team: A Child Study Team may be called
to brainstorm techniques and strategies that will support
the student, teacher, and parents when dealing with
concerns (behavioral, educational, emotional, etc.). The
team may consist of: teachers, the Student, Parents,
members of the administration, professional specialists.
The decisions of the Meeting are minuted and can be
placed in the Student file.

Child Welfare Committee meeting: in certain cases
Student’s academic, behavior, or attendance problems
may be deliberated in the meetings of the School’s
Child Welfare Committee. The activities of the Child
Welfare Committee are governed by the Procedures of
Child Welfare Committee.

Compulsory In-school Suspension: In the event of
serious misconduct by the student, such as aggressive or
disruptive behavior against other students or school staff,
willful destruction of the School's property, or any other
student behavior that poses a real and obvious threat to
the safety of members or property of the School
community, the School administration may impose In
School Suspension.

Stay at Home Suspension: For certain serious and
consistent behavior problems, or due to threat to the
members of the School community, an intervention in the
form of at-home suspension may be applied. The School
will notify the parents of the upcoming suspension,
which Parents are obligated to comply with.

Termination of the Education Services Agreement is
the last resort on the grounds and according to the
procedures specified in the Agreement.

The School also follows the guidance and retains the right
to apply measures of intervention detailed in the current
Law on Education of the Republic of Lithuania, Law on the
Basis for the Protection of the Rights of the Child of the
Republic of Lithuania, “Recommendations on measures of
intervention for inappropriately behaving students”,
approved by the Minister of Education and Science of the
Republic of Lithuania and other legal acts.
